Craft : 
Create your own Shepherd 
and sheep as a reminder that 
Jesus is the Good Shepherd. 

What you will need: Two 
toilet roll tubes, scissors, 
paper, string, one sheet of 
toilet roll and some 
colouring penicils/pens. 

Instructions: 

Cut one toilet roll tube into 
three pieces. 

On a separate sheet, draw 
three sheep faces and glue 
onto each piece of cardboard 
toilet roll tube. 

Decorate the second tube to look like a shepherd, you can do this in whichever way you 
want.  Once completed use the string to tie the toilet roll to the Shepherds head.
